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General Assembly Votes for Agreement in Principle

On May 14 the VCTA General Assembly voted 52-2-2 to accept the Agreement in Principle that FAC representatives negotiated with the CPNC in May. The other FAC unions to have voted so far (Rimouski, Charlevoix, IMQ and Rivière de Loup) have also voted to accept it. Other FAC locals will be voting in the next week or so. 

This agreement will result in pay raises in line with the other cegep unions (2% in August and another 2% next June), extend  non-tenured teachers rights, including the right to complete in Cont Ed with a 50 C.I. in the daytime and give Vanier a share of 44 FTE’s to support the Strategic Plan (research, support for students, etc.). Unfortunately, we will also have the FEC clause about evaluation in our collective agreement, which explicitly recognizes the right of the college administration to evaluate teachers. FAC also loses the attempt to integrate Cont Ed (which was only being used at Vanier), although there is a special clause in the Agreement to recognize the status quo at Vanier for the rest of the present Collective Agreement.  

Lionel Groulx Union Joins FNEEQ

The teachers’ union at Lionel Groulx, which withdrew from FAC a few weeks ago, has voted decisively to join FNEEQ/CSN 169-66-9, despite a recommendation of their local Executive to join FEC/CSQ.  The local Executive has since resigned.
